BYLAW 4-2011

A BYLAW TO REGULATE AND CONTROL WATER AND SEWER

SYSTEM OF THE TOWN OF DUNDURN

The Council of the Town of Dundurn in the Province of Saskatchewan enacts as follows:

This Bylaw shall be cited as “The Water and Sewer Management Bylaw”

Definitions
In this bylaw, including this section:

“Municipality” means the Town of Dundurn;
“Administrator” means the Administrator of the municipality.

“seasonal” means a user of the utility for six months of the year.

Utility Deposit

a)

All persons who occupy premises supplied with water from the Municipality’s
water supply system shall pay for such service a monthly rate and/or service
charge and a fee or utility deposit in the sum of $ 220.00.

The water utility deposit shall be refunded upon service being discontinued at
the request, by consumer, provided all water and sewer usage charges are
paid in full.

Connection Fee

a)

A $50 connection fee shall be paid to the Town each time a consumer wants
to have their water turned off and back on again.

The meter must be read at time of disconnection and again when the service
is reconnected.

Water Rationing

The municipality shall have the right to limit the amount of water furnished to
any customer, should circumstances seem to warrant such attention.

Council may by resolution restrict the watering of lawns and gardens. If this
provision is enacted, consumers with even building numbers shall be allowed
to water on Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays and consumers with odd
building numbers shall be allowed to water on Tuesdays, Thursdays and
Saturdays.

Sewage Discharge

a)

No person shall discharge into any drain, sewer or sewerage system
operated by the municipality of a harmful matter, substance or thing, whether
liquid or solid, that would be injurious to health, life or property or that would
injure, pollute or damage any stream, watercourse, drain, sewer, sewerage
system or sewage treatment plant.

The service of any person who contravenes this section of the bylaw may be
discontinued and/or a fine of $100.00 will be imposed for breach of the
bylaw.

Where any rates or charges in arrears remain unpaid by December 31 that they be
added to and thereby form pert of the taxes on the land or building(s) with respect to



which the service was provided.

8. Any person who contravenes any provision of this bylaw for which no other penalty is
provided shall be guilty of an offense and liable upon summary conviction to penalties
provided under the general penalty bylaw of the municipality.

9. Bylaw 1-2010 is hereby repealed.
